An Open Letter to Charlie Sheen

He continuously gave us a voice we wouldn’t have had, otherwise, not to mention financial support to build free social institutions for those in need.  It is because of men like Martin Sheen and Ed Asner that millions of men and women all over the world are free and alive today, and that federal and state laws have been changed to accommodate human need, instead of war greed.

Your father fought for all those things, what are YOU fighting for?

It is tragic to see the son/sun of a shining star like Martin Sheen, burn his own light OUT!

Shame on you for allowing the media vultures to make a spectacle out of your personal life and a three-ring circus out of your career.  Someone is profiting from all this debauchery, but not you, nor your father, nor your kids.
